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ABSTRACT

The aim of the present study was to investigate the mediating role of personality traits in
the relationship between Object relationships and teacher-student relationship.

[V e YT I The statistical population included all the male and female students of the
second secondary school in Khonj city that YAe people were selected by using the cluster sampling
method. The research tools included the Inventory of Teacher — Student Relationship questionnaire of

(Murray and Zvoch,Y+)"). NEO Five-Factor Inventory questionnaire of (Costa and McCrae,) 1A°),
and (Bell's subject relations questionnaire,) 442).The results of this study has been analyzed by The
lowest and highest scores, mean, standard deviation, crookedness and elongation at descriptive level
and Pearson correlation test, linear regression and path analysis were analyzed in inferential statistics
section.

FEMI®EThe results showed that Ego centricity due to Agreeableness and Conscientiousness
personality traits, alienation components through personality traits (other than neuroticism), insecure
attachment due to extraversion and agreeableness, social incompetence due to openness, agreeableness
and conscientiousness, have a significant indirect effect on teacher-student relationship
P S ME: In general, research information indicates the mediating role of
personality traits in the relationship between Object relationships and teacher-student relationship .By
identifying the mediating variables between the individual's primary relationships with his/her original
family and the relationship with the teacher in the future, interventions can be designed for better
communication.
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V. Intfroduction

he teacher-student relationship is one of the basic interpersonal interactions
of the student in the school environment and provides a unique entry point
for educators and teachers to improve the learning and social environment
of the classroom (Martin and Collie, Y+Y%). Positive communication with
teachers promotes the growth and development of students, and negative
communication with teachers hinders the growth and development of
students (Mansourizadeh, Behrouzi and Shahni Yilag,'v4¢). As the data
obtained from the national longitudinal surveys of adolescent health show
of adolescent health show High school students who reported more
communication with their teacher reported a lower rate of emotional
distress, suicidal thoughts, suicidal behavior, violence, drug abuse, and premature sexual
activities (Behrouzi et al.,Y ¥4 ¢). What is interesting in the field of teacher-student relationship
is not only the importance of this relationship, but also the important educational and
motivational consequences that it has for students (Juvonen, ¥+ +V.cadimaetal., Y+)¢) and on
the other hand, this relationship affects personal and professional life. Therefore, it seems
necessary to pay attention to the teacher-student relationship in order to realize these results.
On the other hand, theorists of subject relations have speculated that the initial real or imaginary
relations of the child with the mother or the subject itself becomes a model for all subsequent
interpersonal relations (Feist and Feist, ¥« + ©). Research shows that the quality of mother-child
relationships during childhood is of particular importance in the development of internal active
patterns, and close and intimate relationships in adulthood are also affected by these active
internal patterns (Eidi and Khanjani, ¥+ ®). A topic usually means personal relationships, and
topic is a specialized term meaning what the subject is related to (Sentckeler, Y+)"). Usually,
the first topic for each person is the internalized image of his mother. According to (Bowlby,
1 4119), the bond between a child and his caregiver has a significant impact on his psychological
development and performance in adulthood. Studies show that the deficit in subject
relationships is significantly related to the deficit of emotional processing, emotional
suppression, and as a result, psychological symptoms. It leads to cognitive and psycho-physical
problems (Fuchshuber et al., Y+'9), the confusion of subjective relationships shakes the
foundations of personal security and leads to an increase in vulnerability to anxiety, and on the
other hand, the quality of subjective relationships and mature defense mechanisms play a
significant role in social anxiety. They have (Dadgar and Monirpour,)Y4A). Apart from the
importance of teacher-student communication, it should be noted that creating a good
relationship with students is related to the personality and effective characteristics of students
that the teacher needs to know (Khin, Y+ @), Student and belonging to the school, personality
traits play a mediating role (Movahedzadeh and Karimi Manjermoi,'¥9A) and on the other
hand, there is a relationship between some personality traits and thematic relationships
(Abolghasmi et al.,) ¥47). Therefore, it seems that in the existing relationship between the two
variables of subject relations and teacher-student relationship, the variable of personality
characteristics can play a mediating role. Psychologists Various approaches have been
presented to understand the complexity of human personality; One of these approaches is the
famous five-factor model of personality traits. The five-factor model is based on the fact that
personality consists of five main characteristics, which are: extroversion, neuroticism,
conscientiousness, openness, and agreeableness (Costa and McGarry, Y-+ £).(Mahmoudi et
al.'s,) 74Y) research findings showed that there is a significant and positive relationship between
the extroversion subscale of students and their motivation to progress, and there is a negative
and significant relationship between neuroticism and motivation to progress.(Boyer et al,¥ + ) °)
showed in a research that there is a significant negative relationship between the personality
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trait of neuroticism and attachment to school. Also, the research results of (Shoultz ,Y+)¥) and
(Oldani, Y+ Y) showed that there is a relationship between personality traits and students'
enthusiasm for school. In general, the examination of previous researches about the variable of
teacher-student relationship indicates that the effects and consequences of this relationship are
mainly marked and few studies are available on what factors affect this relationship. Due to the
importance of the consequences of this relationship, it is necessary to know what factors
influence this relationship, so this research, along with other researches, can be a step towards
clarifying the components related to the teacher-student relationship.

Y. Materials and Methods

This research is a descriptive-correlation study and is among applied research. The statistical
population of this research is made up of all the boys and girls of the second secondary level
(in all fields of study) living in Khanj city in ) ¢+ +. The number of participants was estimated
to be YAe (V€Y boys, )€Y girls) according to the table of (Karjesi and Morgan,)4Y+), which
was sampled from Y'Y+ people due to the attrition phenomenon. In these schools, some classes
from different disciplines were randomly selected. Living in Khanj, being in the age range of
Yo-Y . years and living with both parents were the criteria for entering the research. The current
research is of multivariate correlation type, therefore, according to the type of research, the data
collected using the path analysis method in SPSS software version Ye and Amos version Y¢,
Pearson correlation test, linear regression in the inferential statistics section and from the least
And the highest score, mean, standard deviation, skewness and kurtosis were analyzed at the
descriptive level. Questionnaires: teacher-student relationship, five factors of Neo's personality
and Bell's thematic relations were used as research tools.

Y. Results

The obtained results show that self-centeredness has a significant effect on the teacher-student
relationship due to the personality traits of agreeableness and conscientiousness (P<+/+ ). Also,
the results show that the alienation component of subject relations has a significant indirect
effect on the teacher-student relationship through personality traits (except neuroticism)
(P<+/+°). Also, the results showed that insecure attachment through extroversion and
agreeableness has a significant indirect effect on the teacher-student relationship (P<:/+)).
Social incompetence has a significant indirect effect on the teacher-student relationship due to
openness, agreeableness and conscientiousness (P<+/+°).

¢, Discussion and Conclusion

The aim of this research was to know the mediating role of personality traits influenced by early
relationships and to investigate the mechanism of the effect of this relationship on the teacher-
student relationship. The results of the model in the present study showed that in addition to the
significance of the direct paths between all three variables, the indirect path, i.e. the relationship
between Thematic relationships and the teacher-student relationship through the mediation of
personality traits were also established with good significance. These findings are in line with
the research results of (Faraj et al,Y«+ ¢, Van Petgem et al, Y« + A).
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
